Sing “I’ll Praise My Maker While I’ve Breath”  

Pray  for CTR to be a community of faith that loves God and keeps His law.  
Ask the Lord to incline our hearts to love righteousness and our feet to walk in 
His paths.  Ask Him to give us boldness in proclaiming His goodness and 
might in Portland, New England, and the world. 

Come to the prayer meeting this morning at 6:30.   

Read Deuteronomy 5:22-33.  What does it mean to walk 
according to the law of the Lord?  How can you today obey what He has 
revealed to you even now?   
Meditate upon God’s goodness to us in redemption.  

Sing  Psalm 98 in the arrangement “Sing a New Song to the Lord.”  

Pray  for God to continue to work in this community of faith and in His 
Church throughout this region that in all things His supremacy would be 
shown.  Ask the Father to glorify His Son through us and reconcile to Himself 
our neighbors, coworkers, family, and friends.  Cry out to Him for this city and 
region to be a place where His name is honored above all else.   
 

Read tomorrow’s sermon passage Deuteronomy 29:1-
30:20  and discuss what it means to renew the covenant.    
 

Meditate on God’s desire for us.  Rejoice that in Christ we are being made to 
be the very desire of His heart.   

 

“The LORD heard you when you spoke to me and the LORD said to me, ‘I 
have heard what this people said to you. Everything they said was good.  Oh, 
that their hearts would be inclined to fear me and keep all my commands 
always, so that it might go well with them and their children forever!’”

The Ten Commandments 
 

God spoke these words, and said, “I am the Lord thy God: 
 

You shall have no other gods before Me.  You shall not make for yourself any graven 
image . . .you shall not bow down to them nor serve them: for I the Lord your God am 
a jealous God.  You shall not take the name of the Lord your God in vain; for the 
Lord will not hold him guiltless that takes His name in vain.  Remember the       
Sabbath-day to keep it holy.  Honor your father and mother, that your days may be 
long in the land which the Lord your God is giving you.  You shall not kill.  You 
shall not commit adultery.  You shall not steal.  You shall not bear false witness 
against your neighbor.  You shall not covet your neighbor’s house.  You shall not covet 
your neighbor’s wife, or his manservant or   maidservant, his ox or donkey, or anything 
that belongs to your neighbor.
